The Agrologists Act, 1994 requires the Saskatchewan
Institute of Agrologists (SIA) to regulate the
profession of agrology in Saskatchewan. The

SIA must protect the public from any practice of
agrology that is unauthorized, incompetent, or
unethical.

The Act further states that only qualified people
may become agrologists, and that only those
licenced as agrologists in Saskatchewan may
practice agrology in Saskatchewan.
